EMBRACING ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE
TO ENHANCE FAITH AND CATECHISM TEACHING

¥ Dear Parish Family,

@ \We live in an age of incredible technological advancements that offer us new
opportunities to deepen our relationship with God and improve how we share our faith
with others. One of these emerging tools is Atrtificial Intelligence (Al), which has great
potential in understanding Scripture and teaching the faith, especially in catechism
classes. However, as with any tool, we must approach Al with wisdom, ensuring that it
serves our mission to uphold and spread the message of Christ.

Al as a Supportive Tool - A Modern Calculator

Al can be likened to a calculator. Just as a calculator simplifies complex math problems,
Al can help us analyze and organize vast amounts of biblical and theological information.
It does not replace the Holy Spirit's guidance or the deep wisdom of the Church, but it
can assist us in studying, explaining, and presenting God’'s Word in ways that are
meaningful to our times.

For instance, a Bible teacher might spend hours gathering historical context, translations,

and commentary to prepare for a lesson on the parables. With Al, they can receive an
s organized summary of this background information in minutes, freeing up more time to
| focus on prayer and lesson planning.

Using Al with Discernment

While Al can be incredibly helpful, it's essential to remember that it is not a perfect or
divinely inspired source. Al tools are built by humans and rely on data that may not
always fully reflect Catholic teachings. For example, Al might present interpretations of a
Bible passage that align with secular or non-Catholic perspectives. Therefore, it is crucial
to use Al as a resource, not as a replacement for Scripture, Church teachings, or spiritual
discernment. Always review Al-generated content carefully, ensuring it aligns with our
faith’s values.

| also believe that Al can assist priests, prayer group leaders, and catechists by saving
time in lesson preparation and enabling us to focus more on connecting personally with
those we teach. This technology allows us to deliver God’s message in new ways while
ensuring our focus remains on serving our community.

Practical Ways Al Can Support Catholic Understanding and Scriptural Reflection
Al can support many areas of Catholic learning and engagement, including:

1. Scripture Study and Historical Context: Al can provide summaries of historical
contexts, literary analysis, and linguistic insights. Imagine teaching about the Good
Samaritan and receiving a detailed, easy-to-read summary of the cultural significance of
Samaritans and Jews at that time. This background helps students understand Jesus’
message more deeply and see its relevance.

s 2. Daily Reflections and Meditation: Al tools can offer structured daily reflections,
l questions, and insights based on Scripture. This is helpful for parishioners who may want
B t0 engage with daily Scripture but are unsure how to begin. By offering guided questions

| and reflections, Al helps individuals contemplate and apply the Word of God in their lives.

3. Resource for Homilies and Class Content: For priests and catechists, Al can
suggest ideas and approaches to Scripture that might not have been immediately
apparent. A teacher preparing a lesson on forgiveness, for example, could receive ideas
on related parables, saint stories, or contemporary examples, creating a fuller, more
dynamic presentation.

Such visuals
make the lesson memorable and connect with students on a deeper level.

As the world changes, our methods of sharing and teaching faith must also evolve. It is
crucial for catechism teachers and Church leaders to stay informed about tools that can
aid teaching and engaging students. With discernment, prayer, and a commitment to
uphold Catholic teachings, we can harness these resources to inspire the next
generation, encouraging them to grow in their love and knowledge of God.
